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BEACHWOOD CITY COUNCIL MINUTES OF THE SPECIAL COUNCIL MEETING HELD AT BEACHWOOD CITY HALL, COUNCIL CHAMBERS, 25325 FAIRMOUNT BOULEVARD, ON MONDAY, JANUARY 11, 2016 AT 6:00 P.M.

The meeting was called to order at 7:00 P.M. by Council President Pro Tem Melvin M. Jacobs

	Mr. Reali stated that the State Auditor’s office has a Sunshine Program which enables private 
citizens and organizations to file a complaint.  Mr. Reali stated that the State Auditor has received 
two complaints.

	Mrs. Turick stated that Mr. Reali is the only person with a copy of the complaints.

	Mr. Reali stated that one complaint is regarding redactions on the Mayor’s calendar.  Mr. 
[bookmark: _GoBack]Reali stated that redactions need not be specific.  Mr. Reali explained the transient policy.

	Mr. Reali stated that there was a second complaint regarding key cards.  Mr. Reali stated 
that the information regarding the key cards is part of an ongoing investigation.

1. Discussion regarding the Beachwood Facilities Usage Agreement

	Mr. Reali stated that a renewal of the Beachwood Facilities Usage Agreement would be before Council.  There is a monetary increase in the amount but the services are different.  Mr. Reali stated that last year the City paid $305,196.49 to the Schools.

	Mr. Berns asked how the maintenance use works and proposed to cut the upkeep of the fields.

	Mayor Gorden stated that is not a negotiating point in the contract.

	Mr. Pasch stated that he assumes the Schools will maintain the fields in the same manner as the City has over the years.

	Mr. Conces stated that the increase equates to what the City would pay to maintain the fields.

	Mrs. Janovitz stated that there are typos in the Facilities Usage Agreement.

	Mayor Gorden stated that the Facilities Usage Agreement was prepared by the Schools.

	Mrs. Janovitz asked why the City is committing to a 3% increase for the following year.

	Mr. Jacobs asked Mr. Reali how other cities are handling this with their schools.
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	Mr. Conces stated that he is not familiar with how other cities handle the relationship with the schools.

	Mr. Berns stated that it is too late in the year to negotiate.

	Mr. Horwitz asked if the City can offset with in-kind.

	Mayor Gorden stated that in-kind has not happened in the past because the School Board members did not want in-kind.

	Mrs. Janovitz asked how much is the increase each year.

	Mrs. Turick stated that there is language in the Facilities Usage Agreement that addresses the increase.

	Mr. Jacobs stated that there is an older men’s softball league and the City takes care of that maintenance.

	Mr. Conces stated that the City does not drag the fields.

	Mr. Horwitz stated that maybe we negotiate that 3%.

	Mr. Reali stated that it has to be at least 3%.

	Mayor Gorden stated that it is the Schools contract.

	Mr. Pasch stated that the cost of rental is a wash with a slight increase.  Mr. Pasch stated that if the City wants a complete overhaul in 20 days the City could tell the Schools the City will renew the Facilities Usage Agreement at the cost of last year’s contract with further discussion moving forward.

	Mr. Isaacson asked what the cost will be for additional busing.  

	Mr. Conces stated that is a hiccup and alternate bus location for drop off and pick up is being discussed.

	Mr. Isaacson stated that the City has spent two and three summers busing children did the contract for busing increase?

	Mr. Reali asked who did the City pay for busing.

	Mayor Gorden stated that it is a private company.

	Mr. Linick stated that he is all for negotiating and helping the Schools, he has no problem with that.
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	Mr. Reali stated that there are additional school issues.

	Mayor Gorden stated that he passed out an email from Mr. Hardis regarding the waiving of construction fees where the schools are involved.

	Mrs. Janovitz stated that the City needs to be responsible as does the Schools.

	Mrs. Turick stated that this request came in early November and the City did not have the Facilities Usage Agreement prior to 2002.  The Building Department inspectors obtained certification so that the City could inspect the Schools and not wait for the State to complete the inspections.  Mrs. Turick stated that in 2011, the Schools asked for permit fee reduction.

	Mr. Linick stated that this is a big issue and should be referred to the Intergovernmental Relations Committee for discussion.

	Mayor Gorden stated that the prior Council President wanted the new Council to look at this and what is involved in the City performing inspections for the Schools because this will take more discussion.

	Mr. Horwitz asked if we could hold until the 25th.

	Mr. Linick stated that the City can obtain an estimate of what the Schools are proposing.

	Mayor Gorden stated that based on the value of the project the percentage of cost for the fees could affect other departments such as Fire and Police.  

	Mr. Jacobs asked if the City performed more inspections last time.

	Mayor Gorden stated that it depends and the City tries to station inspectors at the Schools.

	Mr. Horwitz asked if the City needs to meet with the School Board members.

	Mr. Isaacson stated that there might be an advantage to having School Board members present.

	Moved by Mr. Berns, seconded by Mr. Isaacson to enter into an Executive Session for the purpose of discussing matters regarding the appointment of personnel.
