MAYOR’S REPORT

	Mayor Gorden congratulated Mr. Horwitz on becoming Council President.  
	
	Mayor Gorden stated that he attended an event at the Cleveland Restoration Society.  The City of Beachwood has been engaged with this organization to benefit homeowners in the City of Beachwood.  Mayor Gorden stated that the Cleveland Restoration Society has talented people who will come out and look at your home, and if it is in need of improvement, they will help with financing and funding. Mayor Gorden stated that the Cleveland Restoration Society is an organization that is recognized throughout Cuyahoga County.  Mayor Gorden stated that eventually they will go into other areas but right now they are only in Cuyahoga County.  Mayor Gorden stated that approximately a dozen Beachwood residents over the past year took advantage of the program.  Mayor Gorden stated that he has brochures and information if anyone is interested.

	Mr. Horwitz stated that approximately a year ago a representative from the Cleveland Restoration Society was at a Council meeting making a presentation and they were very helpful in obtaining low interest loans under 2% through two banks that they deal with.  Mr. Horwitz stated that have tremendous expertise to help plan a remodeling project.

COUNCILMEMBER REPORTS (NON-AGENDA ITEMS)

	Mrs. Turick stated that the Cleveland Restoration Society will be holding an information Open House on April 13, 2016 for the City of Beachwood and surrounding areas.  

	Mayor Gorden stated that the information will be on the City’s website.

	Mr. Pasch suggested that an article also be placed in the Beachwood Buzz.

	Mr. Pasch wished Councilman Jacobs a speedy recovery and also congratulated Mr. Horwitz and stated that even though Council Members have no more than four years of service amongst them, Mr. Horwitz had a decade plus of experience on the Beachwood School Board.  Mr. Pasch stated that Council is proud to have him as President of Council and they all look forward to working with him as President.

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CITIZEN’S REMARKS

1. Mr. Bill Wexler

	Mr. Wexler stated that that he is the President of the Cranberry Court Homeowners Association.  Mr. Wexler stated that in April and June of 2015, the homeowners had the opportunity to raise objections to Mr. Brickman’s proposals and the Board has previously been working with Mr. Brickman and Mr. Berns on a one driveway solution with cross easements which have been deemed inadequate by their legal counsel.  Mr. Wexler stated that the homeowners have had objections to inadequate parking, no areas for snow removal, mailbox locations, widening of the driveway, and most importantly skipping everything that the homeowners would like which is having the original footprint.  

	Mr. Wexler stated that the Leone property that Mr. Brickman purchased was never envisioned as part of the original plan and the plan that is before Council now is almost identical to Plan B which Council did not like and the homeowners did not like.  Mr. Wexler stated the plan has two curb cuts that are in very close proximity and he recalls the Fire Department had questions regarding safety issues.  Mr. Wexler stated that it does not leave the homeowner any parking spaces, no room for snow removal, no room for vehicles, the elimination of two large pine trees on the common property, and no turnaround areas.  Mr. Wexler stated that Mr. Brickman is also proposing a fee simple homeownership which is different than the Cranberry Court Homeowners Association.  Mr. Wexler stated that Mr. Brickman also is changing the use from U-2A to U-3 Apartment Dwelling which they do not understand.  Mr. Wexler stated that there is varying legal opinions as to whether the Homeowners Association has control over the additional property and there are underground utilities that are still connected to Cranberry Court even though they are capped off at this time.  Mr. Wexler stated that their drainage pipes also run under the Cranberry Court driveways and through their common areas.  

	Mr. Wexler stated that as an example, Mr. Eglin the original developer, asked for the homeowners’ permission to add to the Association and if the homeowners did not have a say-so why would the original developer even ask for their approval.  Mr. Wexler stated that the homeowners spent a lot of money on legal fees which they would have never had to do if the original plan had gone forward.  Also having six units instead of 12 units has been a burden on the homeowners as far as raising the fees.

	Ms. Padilla stated that she grew up in Beachwood and studied at John Carroll University and is working at the Clinic in Beachwood.  Ms. Padilla stated that she is happy that Beachwood is against culling of deer but the City of South Euclid and the City of Lyndhurst are using trap and bolt to capture deer and control the deer population which is a cruel way of controlling the deer population.  Ms. Padilla stated that the cities cannot control what goes in the trap it could be a stray

dog or other animal and the deer will get trapped and break their legs trying to escape.  Ms. Padilla stated that a Professor at Wright State University stated that birth control is the most cost effective way to control the deer population and the birth control lasts one to three years.

	Mr. Silver stated that everyone knows that he has spoken about transparency and being 
forthright and letting everyone know what it out there.  Mr. Silver stated that unfortunately Mr. Jacobs is not here this evening and he is sorry for his illness but he did want to point out that two members of City Council have taken donations in the past for campaign contributions from Mr. Brickman and in the era of transparency due to Mr. Sheldon Berns involvement with Mr. Brickman, Mr. Justin Berns should recuse himself from both issues.  Mr. Silver stated that the last Public Hearing held on the rezoning was before half of you were on City Council and he would like to have another Public Hearing before there is any vote on this issue.

ORDINANCE NO. 2016-26 – Introduced by James Pasch
AN ORDINANCE AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR TO ENTER INTO
AN AMENDED DEVELOPMENT AGREEMENT WITH ABODE
BEACHWOOD ECOHOMES MLD AND ANDREW BRICKMAN

Mr. Berns recused himself from Agenda Items No. 6 and 7 because his father and brother represent the developer.

Mr. Horwitz stated that Agenda Items No. 6 and 7 are related, Item No. 6 is the Development Agreement and Item No. 7 is the zoning change.  Mr. Horwitz stated that Item No. 6 will be placed on first reading in order for Council to have time to ask questions and will give new Council members time to look through the new Development Agreement. 

Mr. Pasch stated that he agrees that Item No. 6 should be on first reading, however, if Council is placing Item No. 6 on first reading why would there be a vote on Item No. 7 or could Council hold Item No. 7 on pending.

Mr. Reali stated that Item No. 7 will be kept on pending.

Moved by J. Pasch, seconded by B.B. Janovitz, that Ordinance No. 2016-26 be placed on first reading.

Mr. Jordan Berns, attorney on behalf of Abode Beachwood Ecohomes MLD and Andrew Brickman.  Mr. Berns stated that in addition to Mr. Brickman, Mr. Benjamin Pintabona, Director of Construction Operations for Mr. Brickman’s company is here this evening.  Mr. Berns also introduced his law partner and father Mr. Sheldon Berns who has been involved in this matter for some time in conjunction with effort to rezone this property and move forward with the development and has had communications with neighbors involved in the Cranberry Court Homeowners Association.  Mr. Berns stated by way of background that the Development Agreement that was just placed on first reading together with the rezoning of the property pending before Council to rezone certain parcels from U-1A1 and U-2A to U-3 will allow for the completion of the development of the property along Richmond Road north of and adjacent to Cranberry Court.  

Mr. Berns stated that Cranberry Court LLC and Mr. Bruce Eglin originally proposed to develop Cranberry Court for 12 units and recorded a Declaration of Restrictions to that effect.  Six of those units were built before the recession and that put an end to Mr. Eglin’s project.  Mr. Berns stated that Mr. Eglin sold the remaining property to Mr. Brickman’s company which than also acquired property to the north, the Leone farmhouse property.  Given the cost of the land and the anticipated cost of development, Mr. Brickman originally proposed to the City a plan that would have included 32 units.  The Planning and Zoning Commission and neighbors were not happy with that number of units and Mr. Brickman worked with them to reduce the number of units from 32 to 20 and that was recommended to the Planning and Zoning Commission who recommended rezoning the property from U-1A1 and U-2A to U-3 to allow for the development of 20 units and that rezoning is still before Council.  However, simultaneously with the rezoning Mr. Brickman and his company proposed a Development Agreement that would limit the number of units to 20 and place other restrictions on the development of the property and that Development Agreement is important because the zoning allowed under the code in a U-3 District would allow a greater number of units and Mr. Brickman wanted to ensure to the City and the residents that it will not be developed to its maximum number of units.  Unfortunately, last April, 2015, Council did not see fit to put that Development Agreement on first reading out of concern that even at 20 units it was still too many units.

Mr. Berns stated that Mr. Brickman went back to the drawing board and has now reduced the number of units from 20 to 13, six of which will be configured and located on the northern portion of Cranberry Court just as Mr. Eglin’s Declaration of Restrictions proposed.  Mr. Berns stated that among the matters that have surrounded this project are concerns raised by neighbors on the corner of Maidstone and Brian.  Mr. Berns stated that he is asking for the Development Agreement to be placed on first reading for consideration.

Mr. Pasch asked Mr. Berns and Mr. Smerigan that the zoning ordinance change is because there are 13 units and the zoning ordinance would not need to be changed if there were 12 units.

Mr. Smerigan stated that is correct but you would still need a zoning change but you could do it at U-2A.

Mr. Pasch stated than it would not be an apartment zoning change.

Mr. Smerigan stated that is correct. 

Mr. Pasch stated that there are 13 units and if Council decided to go ahead and pass the zoning ordinance change as is in this project and 15 years from now Mr. Brickman sells the properties to another developer and knocks it down and the new owner wants to build apartments what mechanism does this Council have to stop that from occurring.

Mr. Berns stated that is why Council needs the Development Agreement because that prevents that from occurring.

	Mr. Shelly Berns congratulated Mr. Horwitz on becoming Council President.  Mr. Berns stated that there was a Public Hearing in June of 2015 and it appeared that Mr. Brickman and the people at the condominium association were basically on the same page and Mr. Lieberman thought that one driveway was better than two driveways.  Mr. Berns stated that he has not spoken to anyone who has thought otherwise.  Mr. Berns stated that he also thinks that one driveway is better than two driveways, along with members of Council and the Planning and Zoning Commission.  Mr. Berns stated that he had prepared a simple easement agreement for the maintenance of the driveway and was hopeful for an agreement.  

	Mr. Berns stated that after seven months an agreement has still not been reached.  Mr. Berns stated that he has been a pest and Mr. Wexler has had a difficult time trying to get the Board of the Cranberry Court Homeowners Association together because they are not here and that has been true for the last seven months.  Mr. Berns stated that he has urged Mr. Wexler and the Cranberry Court Homeowners Association to contact Mr. Gary Lieberman and get him involved and it is his understanding that Mr. Lieberman is involved again.  

	Mr. Berns stated that developers have business cycles that have ups and downs and according to economists, we are at the end of a sixth year recovery cycle.  Mr. Berns stated that Mr. Brickman cannot lose any more of building time and he is hopeful, but not optimistic, that they can reach an agreement with the people at Cranberry Court.  Mr. Berns stated that he will do everything in his power to get this done.

	Mr. Benjamin Pintabona stated that he has received hundreds of letters from residents and business owners in support of this project.  Mr. Pintabona stated that their goal with every project is to offer the highest quality of construction in homes that are designed and built with sustainability in mind and are environmentally friendly, socially responsible and at the end of the day, those people that are familiar with certification of LEEDS buildings, the homes that they build are LEED Silver buildings without the certification.  Mr. Pintabona stated that there is a cost with the certification and they would rather put them back into the homes rather than a plaque on the wall.  Mr. Pintabona stated that the residents that buy these units understand what they are trying to do.  Mr. Pintabona stated that in the last ten years they have developed over 100 million dollars in new residential real estate resulting in over 1.4 million dollars in real estate and income tax.  Mr. Pintabona stated that they have been in real estate development for over 20 years and all of their projects are of the highest quality and are A1 construction and they think this is an important project not only for them but also for the community and the surrounding homes.

	Mr. Brickman stated that when they first began this project in 2013 they had plans for 32 residences that were three stories in height and had rooftop decks that was a concept that was rejected by City Council and the Planning and Zoning Commission.  Mr. Brickman stated that they went back to the drawing board and came back with a plan for 20 residences and that plan was approved by the Planning and Zoning Commission at their August, 2014 meeting.  Mr. Brickman stated that during that plan they reduced the number of units from 30 to 20 with two separate driveways, eliminated rooftop decks and created 70 visitor parking spaces and changed the architecture to something more sympathetic to the existing residences by creating a pitched roof instead of a flat roof.

	Mr. Brickman stated that was deemed too dense by the previous City Council so in March of 2015 they came back with the plan that is in front of Council right now, eliminating seven of the residences, increasing the parking, and honoring the original footprint.  Mr. Brickman stated that even though they are not required to do so they have done so in an effort to appease the residents at Cranberry Court.  Mr. Brickman stated that they have received approval from the Police and Fire Departments relative to ingress and egress and have created a landscape barrier and this was all through feedback from City Council, the City’s Planner Mr. George Smerigan, Building Commissioner Mr. Griswold, the Mayor, and the Planning and Zoning Commission and previous Council members.  

Mr. Pasch asked what happens to the zoning if they sell to another developer.  

Mr. Smerigan stated the guarantee is the Development Agreement and that Development Agreement binds any successors in interest or entitlement to the property.  Mr. Smerigan stated that we have done this before in the City when someone is proffering to do something in the City and less than the maximum that zoning permits would enter into a Development Agreement that would restrict it to the lesser amount.

Mr. Pasch stated that they have to develop 13 total units at a maximum.

Mr. Smerigan stated correct.

Mr. Pasch stated that since Mr. Sheldon Berns has tried to reach an agreement to no avail with Mr. Wexler’s homeowners association, and now that this is before Council again and there still is still no agreement, will he try to reach out to Mr. Lieberman again.  

Mr. Sheldon Berns stated that it is an ongoing process and it will begin again tomorrow.  Mr. Berns stated that this is relatively simple and it should not take more than a week.  Mr. Berns stated that the problem is Mr. Wexler needs to consult the Board on these issues.  Mr. Berns stated that have tried every conceivable way to try to get this done.  

Mr. Pasch asked Mr. Reali that if in two weeks an agreement is reached that allows for one driveway with easements instead of the two curb cuts that no one seems to want anyway can Council go back and amend this or does Council send it back to first reading with an amended Development Agreement what is the legal procedure.  Mr. Pasch stated that the Development Agreement in front

of Council is not one that would have the same terms as if an agreement were reached between Mr. Brickman and the Homeowners Association.  

	Mr. Reali stated that we could just amend the Development Agreement.

	Mr. Isaacson stated to Chief Kearns that he knew there were concerns early on regarding fire apparatus being able to get in and out of the area and with this design do you still have concerns.

	Chief Kearns stated that with this design he has no concerns.

	Mr. Isaacson stated to Mr. Smerigan there was also concern about the impact of multiple curb cuts on Richmond Road.  

	Mr. Smerigan believes that the two Chiefs have indicated that they are okay with the arrangement of the curb cuts and he would defer to the safety forces regarding that issue.
	
	Mr. Isaacson asked both Chiefd about the impact regarding the three curb cuts the existing Cranberry Court curb cut and the addition of a new curb cut on Richmond Road.

	Chief Kearns stated that ideally all parties would like one curb cut but this was the next best case scenario.  Chief Kearns stated that there was a plan early on to add two driveways right beside each other but now they are separated at the street because having two driveways right next to each other could be an issue but are now separated by over 40 feet which makes it a safer situation.  Chief Kearns stated that they are satisfied with the current configuration but ideally they would like to have one.

	Mr. Linick is concerned about voting for this on first reading because it puts the residents who live there in the worst negotiating position.  Mr. Linick stated that to the extent this was passed it appears that they would have more incentive if they could not reach the agreement with Mr. Brickman and potentially you could build without them.  
	
	Mr. Sheldon Berns stated if they think that Council will act without the City’s interest to approve this if it would be in the City’s interest to do it then they do not have to agree to anything.  Mr. Berns stated that he is not accusing them of that but it is certainly possible that someone could perceive that and if it is not in the City’s best interest to get this development done than they would act Council to act on it.  Mr. Berns stated that in the meantime, you have their word, that he will do everything in his power to get this resolved favorably with one driveway.  Mr. Berns stated that after seven months he is not optimistic but that does not mean it cannot happen.  Mr. Berns stated that if Council were to send the message that you are not going to act even if it is in the City’s best interest to get this done.  

	Mr. Linick asked Mr. Berns what is it that would make this in the best interest of the City.  

	Mr. Berns stated that right now the City has a failed development as the people of Cranberry Court have said they are tired of looking at a development that has never been completed.  Mr. Berns stated that if the undeveloped property stayed that way eternally it would not be a benefit to the City.

Mr. Berns stated that here you have a developer who has an outstanding reputation and who is willing to do this project.  Mr. Berns stated that he doubts at this point that it will be a profitable venture. 

	Mr. Linick stated that he asked that question because there are other residents aside from the Cranberry Court residents that are affected by something like this and what is the difference between 13 versus 12 that makes it in the better interest for the City.  Mr. Linick stated he is trying to figure out if that is what Council should be voting on.

	Mr. Sheldon Berns stated that he does not know if having two more units makes it something bad for the City.  Mr. Berns stated that completing the development is something that is in the City’s interest because it will generate tax dollars.  Mr. Berns stated that all they are asking for is a shared driveway and there are some issues about utilities and they have the right to use the utilities that are there.  Mr. Berns stated that there biggest concern has been some assurance that Mr. Brickman and his company are just not going to build the seven units but also the other units to the extent that they have repeatedly said build the other six first before you start the other units.  Mr. Berns stated that it does not work that way.  

	Mr. Berns stated this is a small site and in order to develop it is necessary to put all the utilities in and do all the grading and put the pads in first.  The development is going to start there and then the next thing that is going to happen is that Mr. Brickman will get customers for those units and then he will build those units.  Mr. Berns stated that one of the things that Mr. Brickman does that other builders do not do is that he has free span construction so that if someone buys a unit the customer can arrange the unit as they want it.  

	Mr. Linick stated that what he is hearing is that potentially it can be left unfinished until there was demand for the rest of the units, is that a fair statement.

	Mr. Berns stated that there are no guarantees in this world.

	Mr. Horwitz asked if it was possible to make the driveway one way so theoretically you would not have three cars going north on Richmond Road and all turning in at the same time with three entrances.

	Mr. Smerigan stated that yes that is possible.

	Mr. Horwitz stated that Mr. Brickman has created space for the snow to be removed and will Mr. Brickman be creating a separate Homeowners Association if you cannot work with Cranberry Court.

	Mr. Brickman stated that there will be a separate Homeowners Association and separate utilities.

	Mr. Linick asked procedurally what if Council keeps this on as a pending matter instead of 
first reading instead of voting on first reading.

	Mayor Gorden stated that he would like to move this along as fast as he can.  Mayor Gorden stated that he would not like it placed on pending.  

[bookmark: _GoBack]	Mr. Reali stated you placed this matter on first reading.  

	Mr. Linick stated that he would not normally be so concerned but it concerns him that this is being used as a tool to negotiate against the residents at Cranberry Court.  Mr. Linick stated that to that extent the residents seem to be in a position that none of them bargained for when they moved in and incurring legal expenses.  Mr. Linick stated that he does not want to take action in that regard that is going to perpetuate that and put them in a worse bargaining situation than they already may be in.  
	Mr. Horwitz stated that if Council was just starting this process that argument makes sense except this has been widdled down and discussed and the Cranberry Court residents have been aware of this for three years. Mr. Horwitz stated that he does not know where else this process can go and Council has the option for three readings.  Mr. Linick stated that the thought that this is being used as a bargaining tool not to move the project to what the parties can agree upon.  Mr. Linick stated that at the end of the day, personally, it will make a difference to him if they can reach a fair agreement to the residents who are already there and he does not want to send a message contrary to that.

	Mr. Jordan Berns stated that this Ordinance is not being used as a bargaining tool and the facts following the presentation in June, a reciprocal easement agreement was prepared to address the driveway issue.  Mr. Berns stated that it was provided to Mr. Lieberman in August and if during that time there was some back and forth and they decided we are not getting anywhere we are going to move forward anyway because they are not agreeing with us or taking an unreasonable positions, there might be something of a concern.

	Mr. Linick stated that Council has heard from Mr. Brickman but Mr. Wexler’s side has been limited in saying anything right now.

	Mr. Linick stated this is a time for Council to discuss this and what he is still hearing is the desire to move this forward.  Mr. Linick stated that he does not believe that the end result of whether it is on pending or first reading makes a difference.

	Mr. Berns stated that it does because absent Council doing anything leaves them in no-man’s land.  Mr. Berns stated that we have been waiting since August for a response.

	Mr. Linick stated that Mr. Brickman is talking about moving forward if an agreement cannot be reached with the homeowners association.

	Mr. Jordan Berns stated they have given the homeowners association this agreement five months ago and has not received a response.  
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	Mr. Horwitz proposed placing this Ordinance on first reading and at the second reading if 
Council could have a representative from the Cranberry Courts Homeowners Association present to discuss before Council.  Mr. Horwitz stated that we can hear both sides and if you have not reached an agreement at least Council has heard both sides.

	Mr. Pasch stated that he would like to see Mr. Jordan Berns standing in front of Council with an agreement.

	Mr. Horwitz stated that the problem is the City has to record everything and if you are in the audience it is difficult.
	
	Mr. Pasch stated that the same procedural avenues would exist on a second reading as if it were a first reading.   Mr. Pasch stated Council could place it on hold if they feel that an agreement is not imminent or you are not working towards one.
