BACK ON RECORD AT 5:47 P.M.


Chief Winebrenner stated that Patrol Officer Grein could not be here this evening but he would like to discuss body cameras for the Police Officers.  Chief Winebrenner stated that Patrol Officer Grein has been waiting for the technology to improve and feels that he has a good prototype and the video is amazing.
Chief Winebrenner stated that the Police Department has money from forfeitures that they can use toward body cameras.  Chief Winebrenner stated that Patrol Officer Grein has spent many hours researching on body cameras and in-car cameras and the Police Department will also be replacing all 15 in-car cameras.  Chief Winebrenner stated that the Panasonic brand is for law enforcement and is military grade.  The Police Department is currently proposing 55 body cameras and 15 in-car cameras.

Mr. Linick asked if the Patrol Officers in the schools will also have the body cameras.


Chief Winebrenner stated yes.


Mr. Pasch asked if there will be a policy that the Police Officers wear the body cameras.

Chief Winebrenner stated the body cameras download automatically.  Chief Winebrenner stated that the total cost is $208,961.00.
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Mr. Isaacson asked if this was the net cost or after forfeiture money.


Mr. Pasch stated that this is an absolute necessity.


Mr. Linick asked if there was another use for the forfeiture money.


Chief Winebrenner stated that forfeiture money can only be used for certain things.

Mrs. Janovitz asked if the total cost is approximately $400,000.00.


Chief Winebrenner stated yes.


Mr. Linick asked if this was from the Police Department budget or the General Fund.


Mr. Jacobs stated that this is a large expense.


Mr. Linick asked if that money was earmarked because this is a large expenditure.

Mayor Gorden stated that there never has been an issue and it needs to be addressed at some point.  Mayor Gorden stated that the forfeiture money is earmarked for law enforcement.


Mr. Linick asked if the forfeiture money could have been used for dispatch?


Mr. Horwitz asked if there was a policy regarding in-car cameras.


Chief Winebrenner stated that he would like this completed within 60 days.
