BEACHWOOD'S VOTING PRECINCTS

The Cuyahoga County Board of Elections is currently considering
newly-proposed precinct boundaries.

If adopted, there would be 9 precincts
instead of 10. The vast majority of voters
would continue to cast ballots at their same,
previous polling locations even though their
precinct may have changed. Notification
postcards will be sent to all voters whose precincts and/or polling place would change.
Additionally, voters will also receive their voter information guides with their precinct and
polling location information prior to their next election.
