In one of
the soldier’s pockets, he found a folded
newspaper clipping of the Kent State

December 31, leaf trucks will be operating daily throughout the City
(weather permitting). Collection is on-going from one end of town to
the other. Therefore, there is no need to call for a special pickup.

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CHRISTMAS TREE
SAFETY TIPS

Each year fire departments respond to structure
fires caused by Christmas trees. Carefully
decorating trees can help make your holidays safer.

PICKING THE TREE

If you have an artificial tree, be sure it
is labeled, certified, or identified by the
manufacturer as fire retardant.

Choose a live tree with fresh, green needles that
do not fall off when touched.

PLACING THE TREE

Make sure the tree is at least three feet away
from any heat source.

Make sure the tree is not blocking an exit.

For live trees, add water to the tree stand daily.

LIGHTING THE TREE

Use lights that have the label of an independent
testing laboratory. Some lights are only for
indoor or outdoor use, but not both.

Replace any string of lights with worn or broken
cords or loose bulb connections. Connect no
more than three strands of mini string sets and
a maximum of 5o bulbs for screw-in bulbs. Read
manufacturer’s instructions for number of LED
strands to connect.

Always turn off Christmas tree lights before
leaving home or going to bed.

AFTER CHRISTMAS

Get rid of the tree when it begins dropping
needles. Dried-out trees are a fire danger and
should not be left in the home or garage, or
placed outside against the home.

Bring outdoor electrical lights inside after the
holidays to prevent hazards and help them last
longer.
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
